Chris High carries out research in the use of technology for facilitating participatory learning and in governance and community development.   Recent projects include the leadership of a national network on participatory video in research methodology.  He drafted the UK national curriculum for training on participatory video in research and convenes The Participatory Technologies Education and Research Network.

Su Braden has been involved in the uses of video as a tool for development since 1975, working in the UK and overseas.  She developed and directed the first Masters course in participatory video in the UK and has published a wide range of articles and books including titles like: Whose Media?  Video for Development, Committing Photography…   

Ray Johnson MBE is Emeritus Professor of Film Heritage and Documentary and taught at Staffordshire University for over four decades.   He founded the Staffordshire Film Archive in 1980 and has produced and collected footage which details the social history of Staffordshire.   He has been involved in the organisation of participatory film projects for Stafford Film Festival, Projecting Stoke and other initiatives including supporting students in a range of participatory video projects in the community.
Gareth Benest has been a participatory video facilitator for ten years, working with communities across Africa, Asia, the South Pacific and the UK.  Gareth is currently Director of Programmes for InsightShare with responsibility for various international programmes, including Conversations with the Earth - indigenous voices on climate change. www.conservationsearth.org
